This allows
boys and girls to compete together. For kids 13 and older, there will be age-grade tackle or touch
rugby in the U13, U15 age groups. U17 is tackle only in prep for high school programs.

Practice will be held at Seminary Park, Monday and Wednesday eves and begin promptly at
6:30 and end at 8:00 pm.

Matches will be held Saturdays 10 am until approx. 1lpm. Home matches are played at
Seminary Park and away matches will be posted.
